Netflix (Mini Series)

Review

PATHS OF GLORY
Jeffrey Archer

Who between Edmund Hillary / Tenzing Norgay and George Mallory / Sandy Irvine reached the summit 
of Everest first? Was it Hillary and Norgay in 1953 as the history books tell us, or did George Mallory and 
his climbing partner Sandy Irvine achieve that 29 years earlier in 1924? Mallory and Irvine were last seen 
245 metres from the summit and then disappeared, taking with them the mystery. 

Although I love history and the stories of adventurers such as Francis Drake, Robert Scott, Amy Johnson 
and Neil Armstrong, I never really bothered with Everest. Maybe because, for many years, Hillary received 
all the praise as “the first man on Everest” and Norgay remained forgotten. All this changed when I picked 
up this book by one of my favorite authors and probably the best story teller in the world, Jeffrey Archer. I 
was hooked from page 1 and after that consumed everything ever written on Everest. That is how good a 
book this is.

It starts off in 1999 with the search party who went to Everest to go look for the bodies of Mallory and 
Irvine. The book then takes us through Mallory’s life. Archer is mostly using facts and tells it in such a way 
that you think it’s fiction. Here and there though fiction does creep in. You climb several mountains with 
Mallory, you go with him to Everest on his first attempts. You get short breathed and tired with Mallory 
when you read this. It keeps you glued to every page right up to the end. And the epilogue. And the “Post 
1924” that tells you more about all the characters. Read this book. I have lent it to all my friends and even-
tually bought another hard copy.
